
Straight Vertical Vent Installation: 
A straight vertical vent installation is allowable 

provided that an in-line vertical condensate collector 
is installed at the tankless water heater. All other 
considerations for total vent length, location, clear-
ances, and materials as listed in the applicable Use 
and Care Manual for the water heater apply.
